 Winter can be a wonderful time 
of the year for humans and pets alike. 
Dogs and even some cats love to play 
outside in that fluffy white stuff. How-
ever, fur-covered or not, winter can be 
a dangerous season for any pet. 
  Since their domestication sev-
eral thousand years ago, cats and 
dogs have been living alongside of hu-
mans as helpers and companions. 
Thus, humans should feel that it is 
their responsibility to care for these 
creatures. While many instincts may 
be the same, pets are not the same as 
wild animals, therefore they should not 
be expected to endure the same con-
ditions as woodland animals. Leaving 
pets outdoors during the winter months 
may equal a death sentence given the 
right conditions. Pets are safer indoors 
where they can be kept warm.  
 

 While we at the Humane Soci-
ety do not advocate animals being left 
outdoors, we can offer some tips to 
make sure that they, too, will survive 
the winter. Make sure outdoor pets are 
given extra food, as they will use more 
energy to stay warm. Check their wa-
ter bowl frequently, as they need fresh 
and unfrozen water often. Heated wa-
ter bowls are available at many stores. 
Make sure your outdoor pet has a 
warm, insulated shelter with a soft 
bedding such as straw.  
 Even indoor pets are at risk 
during the winter season. Consider 
purchasing a sweater for your short 
haired dog for his/her walks. Always 
check your petôs feet as salt can be-
come stuck to them. Keep walks fairly 
brief during extreme temperatures and 
observe your petôs behavior to insure 
they are eating and drinking regularly. 

Fast Bird Facts  
Å The largest living bird is the Ostrich, which can be 9ft tall and weigh
