Weôve all heard the phrase. And we 
know cats and dogs are VERY differ-
ent. However, it is possible to have 
peace in the home when your cat and 
dog are concerned.  
Introducing Fluffy and Fido is key to 
their peaceful co-existence.  Keep your 
furry friend isolated during the first few 
days. This will allow your pet to adjust 
to the smells and sounds of their new 
home. Gradually allow them to explore 
your home without the interference of 
your other animals. After a few days 
allow them to smell each other through 
a crack in the door. Tell both animals 
they are very good and reward their 
behavior. Using a baby gate to keep 
the animals separated but able to see 
each other is a very good way to aid 
the introduction process. Teach Fido to 
sit and be patient around Fluffy, and 
make sure you always supervise. 

Never leave the animals unattended 
together until you are certain they are 
acclimated to each other. For some 
pet parents, this means keeping them 
separated for several months, or even 
every time you leave the house. Al-
ways keep their food bowls separated, 
and make sure your cat has plenty of 
places to retreat if needed.  And re-
member...never EVER leave them 
alone to ñsort things out.ò Even a dog 
who has lived peacefully with a cat for 
years can still play too rough, injuring 
your cat or worse. 
Keep in mind that for some dogs, their 
personality doesnôt allow for having a 
cat in the home. Cats require almost 
16 of sleep a day, and a hyper dog 
would not be very accommodating. 
Despite this, once acclimated, cats 
and dogs can form very close and last-
ing attachments to one another.

The Guinea Pig  

Space, time and money often 
place restrictions on having 
pets. However, just because 
you are lacking in space or 
canôt afford vet bills for a cat 
or a dog doesnôt mean you 
canôt have a pet at home. 
Guinea pigs, or Cavies, have 
lived along side humans since 
they were domesticated for 
food by the Incas in South 
America. Today Guinea pigs 
are sold as pets all over the 
world!   

If you decide a Guinea 
pig is right for you, 
shopping for supplies is 
your next step. While 
these critters are small, 
they do require a cage 
that is at least 18 X 14 
inches. A plastic bot-
tomed wire cage is the 
recommended habitat. 
Guinea pig bedding 
should be non-toxic and 
absorbent. Wood chips 
of any kind will not work 
as they will chew on 
them.  
Guinea pigs require 
foods that are loaded 
with vitamins such as 
fresh vegetables and 
hay in addition to a 

commercial Guinea pig 
food. Donôt forget a 
sturdy food bowl and 
water bottle!  
Most Guinea pigs will 
keep themselves clean, 
though some long 
haired breeds need ad-
ditional help from you. 
Also, make sure their 
bedding is changed 
regularly and surfaces 
are disinfected often.   
Despite how vocal they 
are, Guinea pigs are 
shy, so always  try to 
make them feel safe. 
Get them a buddy if you 
like, just remember that 
they will breed if they 
are not the same sex!
